Viewing Assessment Results (Teacher)

Upon submitting their answers to the Assessment questions, students are presented with instant feedback of their results as well as detailed explanations of the correct answers.


The results for each individual student and the entire class are also immediately made available to the teacher.

After clicking the Assessment Results link, you'll see a popup window displaying the results for the entire class (refer to image below).

The assessment grid is designed to be an at-a-glance tool for a teacher to look for patterns in student progress.

For example, since the correct answers are white and incorrect answers are gray, the results above show that the whole class has trouble with question number 5, while Timmy Lewis has more general difficulty with this topic. 

Based on these results, the teacher may choose to re-teach the concept covered by question number 5 with the entire class. For questions 1-4, the teacher might choose to work with Timmy individually.
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
