Make a Short Film in Seven Steps
1. Develop a concept and outline a story.
· Think of an idea and develop idea sources.

· Outline or write the story using the beginning, middle and ending format.

2. Convert the story into a script using a simple format and/or create a storyboard.
3. Organize a “Movie Company.”
· Recruit helpers or use an established class.

· Define and assign film crew roles.
4. Advertize for and select actors.

5. Arrange for equipment.
6. Film digitally and use a schedule.
· Establish a shooting schedule from your script and film economically (not in sequence).

· Use the crew effectively

· Use the Sequence of Verbal Orders.
· Use a monitor connected to the camera so crew members can see what is going on and do their jobs.

· Use Establishing Shot, Medium and Close-up shots and different camera angles for each scene.

· Use visual and audio techniques which are artistic and esthetic.

· Rule of Thirds

· 180 Degree Rule, 30 Degree Rule

· Three-Point Lighting (or at least reflected lighting techniques)

· Microphone external to the camera

· Give the Editor material to work with.

· Roll film three to five seconds before “Action!” and don’t yell “Cut!” until two to three seconds after actors finish their action or dialogue.
· Record room tone.
· Use a clapperboard and log all takes.
7. Edit the video and create a master DVD.
· Arrange shots and edit scenes.  Use transitions appropriately and sparingly.
· Add sound effects to enhance the action.

· Add background music to enhance the mood of the scenes.

· Add titles, credits and acknowledgements.
· Create a master DVD.
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
