“Miss Wicked”

Movie Outline:
The sixth grade teacher announces to her students that she will be absent the next day and that Miss Wicked will be the substitute teacher.
The sixth graders go out to recess and talk about the substitute.  They are concerned that she might be a bad substitute because of her name.

They imagine things that could happen the next day.

· The substitute appears in a puff of smoke, lights flicker and ominous music plays.

· She has a big mole, heavy and weird makeup, and mustache.  She is wearing black clothes.
· She makes a screeching sound on the whiteboard to get the students’ attention.

· She throws a marker and it hits a student in the face.  It leaves a mark and/or the student cries.
· She gives a student a form to fill out in order to go the bathroom. The door is locked so the student can’t leave the room.  She motions and the door opens.
· She writes “LOOSER” on a student’s forehead with a big marker.

· She sends a student to think time unfairly.
· She walks by a student and uses static electricity to shock the student on the ear.

· She talks to herself.
· One student raises his hand and says it’s time to go to music.  She looks at the clock and it runs backwards and then she goes on with the lesson.

· In the final shot of this sequence, one student says that maybe she will be nice.
The next day when they come to school they meet Miss Wicked.  She is dressed well (not in black) and is nice to the students.  In the final shot of the final scene, she turns to the camera and blinks.  Her eyes turn red and a mole appears on her face.
