Sequence of Verbal Orders
“Lock it up!”  - Director – Signals the Assistant Director (AD) to tell the Production Assistants (PAs) to hold all traffic, camera is about to roll.  Crew and actors should take their places.  Signals the AD to start his or her part of the sequence.
“Settle!”  – AD – Signals crew to find their places and to quit moving around.  Actors should be ready for filming.

“Silence!”  –AD- As soon as people stop moving around, AD calls for silence which signals everyone to be quiet.

“Sound!”  –AD – Asks the Production Sound Technician to verify that the Sound Boom Operators are in position and that the sound equipment is operating.

“Check!”  – Production Sound Technician – Confirms that the Sound Boom Operators are in position and that the sound equipment is operating.

“Camera!”  –AD - Asks the Camera Operator to verify that the camera is operational and that five seconds of tape have been recorded.

“Check!” – Camera Operator – Confirms that the camera is operational and that five seconds of tape have been recorded.
“Action!”  – Director – Signals the actors that it is time to do their stuff.

“Cut!”  – Director – Signals everyone that the shot is finished.

The director may want to consult with the Cinematographer, Camera Operator, and other crewmembers before making the decision to shoot a retake or to move on to the next shot.

“Back to one!”  – Director – Signals everyone to go back to his or her position at the beginning of  the shot.  Also signals the Camera Operator and Gaffer in charge of the clapperboard to film the clapperboard indicating another take.
“Moving on!”  – AD – Signals everyone that the Director is satisfied with the take and it is time to move on to the next shot.  The AD will then announce what the next shot is.

“That’s a location wrap!”  - AD – Signals everybody that it’s time to move on to the next location.

“That’s a wrap!”  –AD – Signals that filming is finished for the day.

“That’s a wrap!  It’s in the can!”  -AD – Signals that filming the movie is finished and it’s time to celebrate.
